How could you
mobilize a growing prayer ministry within your church in the area of evangelism,
outreach, and discipleship?

If you are a member of a missions committee or team, consider bringing these
questions to your next meeting:

» How are we developing younger members in the areas of evangelism, outreach, and
discipleship?

» What subset of talent do we have in our congregation, and in what ways can we
mobilize those talents to bless our community?

» Can we bring questions to the core leadership for a time of discovery? For example,
could we discuss with our elder or deacon board how missions, prayer, and discipleship
remain top priorities? How can we measure success in these areas of ministry?
